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At the opening of this period music would only be heard in the theatre, concert hall or round the piano at home. 
Gradually records appeared and over time the quality improved. 

Radio came during the 1920s and then in 1930 the talkies appeared in the cinema. 

Musical theatre continued undimmed through the whole period supported by recordings and films
